PARKING AT THE MARRIOTT AND CONVENTION CENTER

Parking is $5.25 per hour plus $ 1.75 each 20 minutes above an hour or a maximum of $24.00.
There is some metered street parking but there is a two hour limit. Please consider carpooling
or:

Consider taking BART, leaving your car at the closest BART station if you live in the Bay
Area. Take the BART Train to the 12" Street Oakland Station. The Marriott is across the street
from one entrance of the 12" Street Station. Parking is free at BART stations on weekends.
A round trip from the North Berkeley to 12" Street, Oakland is $3.50..

Even if you live outside the BAY AREA you could consider parking your car at a nearby
BART station for free and taking BART to the Marriott City Center. Except for Berkeley
Main, all BART stations have large parking areas with ample free parking on weekends.
Take BART to the 12" Street, Oakland Station. The Marriott is across the street from one
entrance of the 12" Street Station. Suggested stations are Lake Merritt, West Oakland,
Rockridge and North Berkeley.

DRIVING DIRECTIONS

From the South

Take |- 880 North, Exit at Broadway, The Oakland Marriot City Center is located at 1001
Broadway, between 10™ and 11" Street. For parking, turn left onto 10™ Street and right onto
Clay. The self parking entrance is on 11™ Street.

From the East

Drive West on Highway 24 through the Caldecott Tunnel for approximately 3 miles to 1-980.
Follow the signs to Downtown Oakland. Take 11"/12™ Street exit. Continue one block and turn
left at 11" street. Continue on 11™ Street for four blocks to self parking entrance to the Marriot.

From the West

Drive on 101 North to San Francisco to the Bay Bridge Once off the Bay Bridge stay in the
center lanes and follow the signs I-580 East . Follow the signs to Downtown Oakland. Take
11"/12" Street exit. Continue one block and turn left at 11" street. Continue on 11" Street for
four blocks to self parking entrance to the Marriott.

From the North

Drive West on [-80 to | 580 East. Continue East to | 980. Follow the signs to Downtown
Oakland. Take 11"/12" Street exit. Continue one block and turn left at 11" street. Continue on
11™ Street for four blocks to self parking entrance to the Marriott.
